Students who plan to do graduate work in African, Asian, European, or Latin American history are advised to take at least two years of an
appropriate foreign language.

Most students with no college work in history start with a 100 or a 200 level course; Students with particular interests, and junior or
senior students from other departments, are encouraged to take courses at the 300 level, following consultation with members of the
History Department or the instructor. Students considering graduate study in history should seek guidance from a member of the
department with expertise in their area of interest; such a consultation could occur as early as the freshman or sophomore year.
