The IHEs seven innovative pathways are designed to complemant amy
major, and allow students to customize their own academic experiences
wihile simultaneousty fuffilling core and gradustion requirements. Students
w0 complate the emphasis DEcome STeng writers, researchers, and
thinkears abls to respond thoughtfully and solwa problems craatiaky.

BEYOND THE CLASSROOM

Students have many opportunities to apply their skills cutside the
classroom through funded summer resaarch, intemships in Tacoma
and beyond, service leaming, and study abroad. All IHE students also
craate aPortfolios in which they reflect upon their unigue pathway
axperiences and articulats the valus of their humanistic skill sats for
future smployment and graduate school opportunitias.
