6) Music majors must register for Recital Attendance every semester they are in residence (MUS 109 as freshmen and sophomores; MUS 309 

as juniors and seniors). 

7) MUS 234 may satisfy the Artistic Approaches core. 

8) Students wishing to study abroad are encouraged to do so in the spring semester of their junior year. 

9) Music Education transfer students are expected to complete MUS 393, or an equivalent, one-semester in-school teaching experience.
