Is there a limit to the number or size of the files?
Up to 3000 files are supported and the files from root directory up to 5 levels can be
recognized. The maximum size of a file is just under 4 GB. There is no limit to the size of

data saved onto a single disc.
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In AV system support mode, it takes longer to recognize a disc.

It takes longer to recognize the discs as data on the ISO/UDF file system is converted to
the FAT32 file system for AV systems to recognize and transmit the data.

In addition, the time delay due to the conversion is determined by the number and size of

the files saved on the disc. (Approximately 30 seconds is required for 1 GB of data.)

Does the AV connectivity function allow me to connect to a device such as a TV that

However, the AV connectivity device may
be unable to connect to a device due to a power or compatibility problem.

If discs from two different disc makers have the same writing speed according to the
labels, but actually have different writing speeds, it is necessary to reduce the writing
speed.

¥ Standard 1: If there are high-speed discs in the market that have very bad property
data, the writing speed is decreased. This also happens if there are low-speed discs
with the same ID.
» Standard 2: Discs for which the speed was reduced, will be examined again. If low-

speed discs are no longer available in the market under the same ID as a high-

speed disc, the decreased writing speed will no longer apply to the high-speed disc.

It is possible that you do not get good writing quality with discs from manufacturers
that are not registered in the drive's firmware.

We thus recommend that you only use discs from recommended companies.
Always make sure that the writing was successful before you put the disc in
storage. This is very important when you want to store important data.
