PERFORMER

His Bachelor of Music degree in organ performance is from
the University of South Dakota, where he was an organ student of Dr. Larry
Schou.

The Bethel Schneebeck Organ was built by Paul Fritts and Company. Dedicated
in 1989, it is named in honor of Mrs. Schneebeck, one of Tacoma’s most active
supporters of the arts. The organ, a two-manual and pedal tracker instrument with
34 stops, is admirably suited to the performance of a wide variety of literature.
