USCIS Corner—Travel Signature

For those of you that have come in for a travel signature, I've been able to update
you on the upcoming 1-94 automation process. Starting this summer, you will no
longer receive a paper 1-94 card when entering the U.S. You will instead receive an
electronic 1-94, retrievable here: www.cbp.gov/i-94 (this link will be live this summer).
Customs and Border Protection (CBP) will still provide you with an admission stamp
in your passport, and this stamp should indicate your non-immigrant classification
type (F-1, D/S). Let Allyson know if you have any questions!
